Do members of your family ever tell you that they love you? I am sure they
do! And I am sure that you tell them that you love them too.

You know, it is pretty easy to say, "I love you," but it is sometimes a lot harder
to show it by our actions. And that is what our Gospel reading is about today.

After Jesus was raised from the dead, he appeared to his disciples several
times. On the third time that Jesus appeared to his disciples, he was with
them on the shore by the Sea of Galilee. He turned to Peter and said, "Peter,
do you love me?” Peter answered, "Yes, Lord, you know that I love you”.
Then, Jesus said to Peter, "Feed my lambs."
Jesus asked Peter again, "Do you love me?” Again, Peter answered, "Yes
Lord, I love you. Jesus said to him, "Take care of my sheep."
A third time Jesus asked Peter, "Do you love me?” Now Peter was very sad
that Jesus asked him this question again, but he answered, "Lord, you know
all things, you know that I love you.” Jesus said, "Feed my sheep."

Why do you think Jesus asked Peter the same question three times?
I think Jesus wanted Peter to understand - and he wanted you and me to
understand too - that it isn't enough just to say, "I love you." We must show
our love for Jesus by showing our love for one another and caring for one
another.
